Course Description

This course is a continuation of CAS LS 111 focusing on the fundamental elements of the
Spanish language within a cultural context. The course involves an integration of the
four basic skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing with the aim to improve
communication in Spanish. Through this integrated approach, you will participate in a
practical application of vocabulary, grammar, and culture. The course emphasizes
mastery of language skills through specific contexts and dialogical situations.

By the end of the course, students will be able to:

e Introduce yourself to others and give and request personal information, such as
name, age, nationality, and profession.

e Describe yourself or others, giving information about their personality, family
relationships, interests, and hobbies.

e Express likes and dislikes talking about leisure-time activities

e Talk about travel and vacation and ask questions about transportation and
accommodation.

e Describe daily routines, and talk about shopping and stores, ask for the price of
a product or service, and describe and value products, such as clothes and
accessories.

e Talk about food and cooking, shop for food and order in a restaurant.

e Express agreement and disagreement, make recommendations, and give advice.

e QOrganize plans and events in the future.

o Use different past tenses to describe past events in their lives, in history and in
fiction.

Assignments and Grading

Homework and Assignments: Students will complete different activities proposed by
the professor, as well as exercises from the textbook. The activities and exercises for
each class are included in the course calendar.

Oral Presentations: Students will make four presentations throughout the course. The
professor will provide the students with different resources to research and a guide for
the presentations. Students are expected to bring photos, videos, news and a power
point presentation.

Compositions: During the duration of the course, students will be tasked with
composing a total of four pieces of written work, each with multiple iterations. The initial
composition will be crafted during class sessions, while the subsequent versions will be
developed independently at home, incorporating the feedback and corrections offered
by the instructor. Detailed instructions for these compositions, along with a
comprehensive guide for the correction process, can be accessed conveniently on
Blackboard.

Exams: Both the Mid Term and Final consist of listening and reading comprehension
sections, as well as written essay. All the exercises and activities found in the exam are
based on the class contents. In the class before the exam, students will have some time
for questions or doubts. Students can also appoint a tutoring session with the professor.
