Entitled “Conserving
Bornean Orangutans in Primary, Disturbed and Customary
Forests in Gunung Palung National Park, Indonesia, and the
Surrounding Landscape” the grant supports the expansion of
her project into areas of degraded habitat and forest fragments.
Over the next 5 years her research team, including BU
graduate students, post-docs and undergraduates will be
applying new technological tools to assess orangutan
behavioral and physiological adaptations in anthropogenically-
altered forests compared to primary rainforest.
