
MAJOR IN SPANISH

Two CAS LS language courses at the 300-level chosen from LS 306,
307, 308, 309, 310, 311, or 318. Native or heritage speakers of
Spanish should enroll in LS 309 and a Hispanic literature course or in
two Hispanic literature courses, after consultation with an advisor. 
Six CAS LS courses, to include LS 350 (Introduction to Analysis of
Hispanic Texts), three courses at the 400-level, and two courses at
the 500-level.
