-There is no crossover space upstage of the
cyclorama. The acoustical shell is stored
between the back wall and the cyc. Therefore,
performers must use the basement as a
crossover if the cyc is used.

-The cyclorama is ordinarily breasted upstage
as drawn.

-The scrim must remain in place for the entire
show if used.

-The ground row line marks the most upstage
boundary of the performance area when cyc
and cyc lights are used, assuming that the
traveler must be able to close.
